The sun is shining, your dog is enjoying frolicking in the grass, all
sounds lovely?

But watch out ! The Grass Seed is about! Or in
other words the 'Foxtail'.

These are 'arrow' like grass seeds that can break
away from their stems and become embedded
into your pet's paws, ears, nostrils, skin and even
the eyes.

In just one day we had three animals affected by
these prickly customers!

The Offender

Firstly we have two brothers called Max and
Digby, t h e y 8, year ol# King Charles Span-
iels.

This caused an ulcer on the cornea
but thankfully, after being prescribed antibiotic eye cream and pain-
killer, Harry made a full recovery.

Our advice:

Avoid long grass during summer and early autumn.

Always check your pets coat, especially around the ears and feet after
walk
